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The first word of this book,

Ἀποκάλυψις [Apokalypsis, unveiling],

should be kept in mind 
throughout the book. 

For it is God’s intention to reveal 
rather than conceal.

• For Israel: 3.5 years of “peace and safety” followed by 3.5 years of big trouble 
by unholy trinity (Satan, antichrist, false prophet); spiritual Babylon; deaths.

• For the Church: depends upon your view of Eschatology 

Chapters 19-22.  Things will get much better after they get worse

• Return of Christ to earth; 1,000 year reign of Christ on earth; people still sin; 
Day of judgement (heaven or lake of fire); 

• New heaven and new earth; New Jerusalem;  Bride of Christ



Daniel’s 70th Week (Daniel 9:22-27)

• At the start of Daniel’s 70th Week, a world ruler will rise to power 
and make a 7-year Covenant of Peace and Security over Israel. 

• After 3½ years, he or she will change from protector to persecutor.

• The earth will then suffer through the 3½ year Great Tribulation.
