The Dead Sea Transform has displayed tectonic
and volcanic activity in the past and will again in
the near future.

Per the Bible, the Dead Sea fault will be the
epicenter for at least two future mega-quakes,
including the strongest quake to shake the world
since man was created (Rev. 16:18).
